Tear off between
11 & 12. Hold up the remaining years 6,7,8,9,10,11. These are the years you have to influence
your son.

RECRUITING DEN LEADERS

leader and one assistant in the next 5 minutes (then walk

away from the group and let them do the recruiting).

When those same boys reach 14 and 15 years of age they indicate the
primary influences in their lives are:

#1  Friends
#2  Television

While parents, teachers and church have fallen to 6", 7" and 8" most
influential factors in their lives.
